LESSON 5

DETERMINING WHERE TO LIVE

This lesson assists students in choosing where to live using map skills.

Learning Objectives:

1. Students will identify the precipitation levels, temperature averages, and topographical distinctions of various states.

2. Students will discuss the differences between living in small towns vs. larger cities and the differences between rural, urban, and suburban areas.

Materials Needed:

1.  A copy of worksheets 5-A, 5-B, 5-C, 5-D, and 5-E for each student.

Suggested Activities:

1.
Distribute worksheet 5-A and discuss the map.  Point out the various precipitation averages.  Complete the bottom of the worksheet as a class and ask several students to read their answer to #3.

2.
Distribute worksheet 5-B and discuss the map.  Discuss the various temperatures.  Complete the bottom of the page as a class and ask several students to read their answer to #3.

3.
Distribute the worksheet 5-C and discuss the map.  Discuss the various topographical levels.  Complete the bottom of the page as a class and ask several students to read their answer to #3.

4.
Distribute worksheet 5-D and discuss the pictures and the definitions.

5.
Distribute worksheet 5-E.  Have a student read the text.  Discuss questions 1, 2, and 3.
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Definitions

Precipitation=rain
Average=a group of numbers added together and then
divided by the amount of numbers you added. Example.
3, 5, 1..3+5+1=9..9%3=3..The average of 3,5, and 1 Is 3.

1. Which area of the U.S. has the most rain?

2. Which area has the least rain?
3. Would you like to live in a state that has a lot of rain?

Temperature=a degree of hotness or coldness

Plains=flat, level land
Coast=the land next to the sea

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Definitions

Rural=country areas that do not have many people living
close together

Urban=city area
Suburban=an area of housing neighborhoods around a city

New Bern, North Carolina Is a small city. The downtown
area of New Bern is called the urban area. As you travel
away from the center of downtown, you enter the suburban
area. If you continue traveling, you will see farmland and
some houses. That is the rural area of New Bern.

Some cities do not have urban, suburban, and rural areas.
New York City is a large city with no rural area.
