Suggested Methods:
Discussion, Pre-reading, Reading, Map Reading, Group Work, Drawing, Matching.

Some Suggested Steps 

Learning about North Carolina.  Introduce the handout North Carolina from A to Z.  What does your class know about North Carolina?  Why is it helpful to know something about the place you are living?

Depending on the reading abilities of your class and the activities you plan to do, work with the handout as a whole or one page at a time.  Activities you may use to accompany the reading include the following:

· map work to locate the sites in North Carolina from A to Z.
· a time line to show when events occurred.  For events with no date given, search the Resources above.

· quilt squares or postage stamps that illustrate parts of North Carolina history or geography.  Have each class member or pair class members to design and explain a square/stamp to the rest of the class.

Another activity—pronouncing the North Carolina county names—may interest your class.  If you can arrange internet access (with or without sound) and an LCD projector, try the website below.  When you click on any county in the NC map you will hear the county name pronounced.  As an alternative, you can use the written Guide to Pronouncing County Names included on this site.

Journal Work.  Assign or have students each pick five letters of the alphabet to write (or tell) something about their native country that begins with each of the letters. Note:  You can put together all the Journal Work to produce an alphabet about your class members’ countries that is similar in form to North Carolina from A to Z.  There are alphabet letters at the end of this lesson that you can copy and enlarge to one-per-page to use as dividers for the work.

North Carolina from A to Z

[image: image5.wmf]The Appalachian Mountains are in western North Carolina.  Crossing the Appalachians to move west was hard for early settlers.
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Blackbeard was a famous pirate.  He robbed and sank ships off the coast of North Carolina and Virginia.  He was killed in a battle at Ocracoke Inlet in 1718.  
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There are fifty-eight Community Colleges
 in North Carolina.  This is one of the nation’s largest community college systems.
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The Dogwood is North Carolina’s state flower.

Eastern North Carolina has many historic sites.  Fort Fisher kept the port at Wilmington open to supply the Confederacy during the Civil War.

Fort Bragg is the largest military base in North Carolina.  It is an Army base at Fayetteville.
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Golf is a favorite sport in the state.
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Hogs are a big cash commodity in North Carolina.
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Biotechnology is a new Industry in the Tar Heel State.
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The Mendenhall Plantation at Jamestown is an historic Quaker farm where you can see a false-bottom wagon that was used to transport runaway slaves in the Underground Railroad. 
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Kitty Hawk is where the Wright brothers flew the first airplane.
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There are seven Lighthouses along the North Carolina coast.  Before radar and sonar, lighthouses helped sailors navigate the dangerous North Carolina coast--the “graveyard of the Atlantic.”

Moravian settlers established a community called Salem in 1776.  Today you can visit Old Salem in Winston-Salem.
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NASCAR traces its history to bootleggers driving illegal whisky from hidden stills to market, often while being chased by police.  People came to watch when bootleggers started racing among themselves to see who had the fastest car.

[image: image17.wmf]The Atlantic Ocean borders North Carolina on the east.  The first English settlement in the new world was on North Carolina’s outer banks.

The Blue Ridge Parkway (a part of the National Park Service) runs through western North Carolina.
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The Qualla Boundary is a reservation near the Great Smoky Mountains National Park.  About 12,000 members of the Cherokee tribe live on the Qualla Boundary.  The Cherokee are one of several tribes in North Carolina.

[image: image20.wmf]Raleigh is the capital of North Carolina.
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The first Settlers in North Carolina came from England.  Their leaders went back to England for supplies.  When supply ships came back to North Carolina, the colonists were gone, leaving the word CROATAN carved on a post.  These first settlers are known as the Lost Colony
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Tryon Palace in New Bern was the first state capital in North Carolina.  It was built in 1767-70 as the home of North Carolina’s royal governor.  In 1792, the capital was moved inland from New Bern to Raleigh.

[image: image23.wmf]The University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill was the first public university in the United States to open its doors and the only one to graduate students in the eighteenth century.  The University was chartered by the General Assembly of North Carolina in 1789, the year George Washington became president of the new nation. 
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[image: image25.wmf]Zebulon B. Vance (1830-1894) is best known as North Carolina's Civil War Governor.  Throughout the war he insisted on the rule of law, and North Carolina is the only state that did not suspend the writ of habeas corpus.
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[image: image27.wmf][image: image28.wmf]More than 3,500 acres of Wildflowers bloom along North Carolina’s highways.  The Department of Transportation seeds and maintains 22 varieties of wildflowers.
[image: image29.wmf]X-ray technology is one part of medicine in North Carolina.  There are four medical schools in the state and many hospitals and doctors’ offices.

[image: image30.wmf]The Yadkin River is part of more than 40,000 miles of rivers and streams in North Carolina.  The longest river in the state is the Neuse River.  The oldest is New River.

It is known for fishing, boating, and recreation opportunities.  The piedmont is in the central part of North Carolina.  It has farmlands, rolling hills, and growing urban cities.  The mountain region is in western North Carolina.  It is made up of beautiful landscapes and resort areas.  Grandfather Mountain is a mountain tourist attraction.  About 8,049,313 people live in the state.  North Carolina has many symbols.  The state bird is the Cardinal.  The state colors are red and blue.  The state motto is “Esse Quam Videri” which mean “To Be Rather Than to Seem” in Latin.
