Review and Revue

A Mid-Semester Review with a Presentation Revue

Objectives:
Students will

· draw themselves and label their body parts

· draw the rooms in their home with furniture and label as much as they can

· write about their homes

· write some biographical information to share

Recommended level:  Beginning and Multi-level ESOL

My ESOL class meets at Dana Elementary School in Hendersonville, NC.  It is part of the Family Literacy program, which is a collaboration between Blue Ridge Community College and Henderson County schools. The county provides the site and a certified tutor to help children ages 6 and up with their homework.  There is a childcare worker who takes care of children ages 1-5.

Time:  My class meets Tuesdays and Thursdays from 6:00 – 8:30 pm.  This project took approximately 6 class periods to complete. 

Materials needed:  Colored pencils and drawing paper

Previous or Preparatory Class Work:  This project was a mid-semester Review with a presentation Revue for my Beginning and Multi-level ESOL students.  Vocabulary was taken from the Real Life English text, the Oxford Picture Dictionary, as well as our semester list of vocabulary words.

Approach to the project:  I broke the project down into parts:

· the bio was assigned for 2 class periods

· the self-portrait took 1 class period

· the house drawing took 2 class periods

· the house description took 1 class period

Each of these four segments is illustrated by the samples of student work following this lesson plan.  (All four are not reproduced for every student.)

Drafts and Corrections:  Students did one draft and one revision.  After the draft, I made some corrections in red and returned the work to the students.  Students rewrote and submitted their revisions. The students worked on individually on their writing without collaborating with classmates.  When they needed me, I helped a little with some wording in the revision.
Final Format:  Pictures were taken at the end of the writing.  The students submitted their work in handwritten form.  They compiled the final versions into a personal portfolio throughout the semester.  (Typing for the sample pages that follow was not done by the students.)

Revue:  Students read their work aloud and explained their drawings to each other in class.  Preparing for this revue gave reason for them to review and reinforce their work of the past few classes.

Surprises:  The surprises that I received were (1) seeing how well students presented their projects and (2) discovering their beautiful artistic abilities.

Evaluation:  Working on this project was fun and has led to incorporating more art in my teaching style.
Notes for the Future:

· Be more organized with this project!  Allow the last 30 to 45 minutes of each class period to work on this project.

· Use the art as teaching material to work in groups.

· Have more presentation opportunities.
